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1.1 Site Location & Description

The Hall Road Rochford site lies on the west side of Rochford, well located for Rochford Station
(just over 400 metres, or a 5 minute walk, from the site boundary,) and for Rochford town centre
(about 820 metres, or a 10 to 12 minute walk, from the site boundary.)

Rochford is close to the major local town of Southend-on-Sea which is some 4 miles from the Hall
Road site boundary or 7 minutes by train from Rochford station to Southend Victoria.

The site is a greenfield site of 33.45 ha, currently farmland, generally clear of any trees or hedges
other than along its boundaries and is bounded on most of two sides by inter-war suburban
development. Vehicular access is achievable at two points from Hall Road which runs along the
south side of the site.
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
