Whilst resident there are support 
groups for the women and 
children with daily playgroups for 
children under 5, an After School 
Club for the older children and 
young people, Art Therapy 
sessions for women and the 
children, fun outings, arts & crafts 
groups, parties and other 
seasonal events. The support 
group sessions for women whilst 
resident include a variety of 

educational, informative and fun 
activities such as personal 
development, self awareness and 
assertiveness, first aid, fire 
awareness, pottery and art 
therapy, parenting, and 
confidence and self-esteem 
building workshops. During the 
year the services for children also 
included different therapy groups 
and specialist counselling 
services.
